Introduction

This part of the Book is about Metadata: that is, information about information.

The first Chapter, Sixteen, introduces some of the more common Metadata standards, and in particular the Dublin Core and the Resource Description Framework (RDF). Examples of HTML and XML markup are given, along with references for more information. If you read nothing else, take the time to look at the RDF examples, because it's pretty straight-forward and very useful.

Chapter Seventeen, Storing Metadata and Links, discusses storing Metadata in a relational database, and gives some examples of why you might want to do that.

Finally, Chapter Eighteen, Sketches from the Forge: Sample Applications, discusses on example, the Autolinker, in depth and somewhat more briefly describes a second, BookWeb.
