Chapter 19

Open Source Licences

The way software is distributed and licensed has become very important. Some packages are distributed complete with source, some are not; you can resell some and not others; some are free of charge, and others are not. It is important to understand the licence terms of software you use, particularly if you are building a product out of other components. This chapter starts with a brief overview of each licence, and then gives the text of some of the more common ones. The remainder of the Resource Guide mentions the licence used for each product, wherever possible, so that you can check back easily.

Some of these licences are intended to be easy to read by people who (like the author!) are not lawyers. If you are making a product to sell, you should still take professional legal advice.

Most software licences are written in the United States. This clearly means that they generally use American spelling, unlike most of this book, in which the noun "licence" contains no "s". More seriously, it means that they may or may not carry any legal weight outside the United States. Many commercial licences say that opening an envelope is sufficient to say that you agree to the terms of the licence, for example. This has not been tested in courts in the United Kingdom, and at least one piece of commercial software was ruled in Canada to be protected neither by its licence nor by copyright law.

The best way to look at the licence is probably that it is an indication of how the author or supplier of the software would like it to be treated. The following sections summarise the main distribution terms in use today. 

Please do remember that the author is not a lawyer, and cannot give you legal advice.

What is Open Source?

Eric Raymond, author of the widely-read article "The Cathedral and the Bazaar" on software development, has been a vocal champion for Open Source. He (and others) realised that the concept of free software needed to be marketed, and created the "brand name" Open Source along with the web site, http://www.opensource.org/. An account of this is given in the book "Open Sources: Voices from the Open Source Revolution", edited by Chris DiBona, Sam Ockman and Mark Stone (O'Reilly 1999).

The Open Source Definition at the opensource.org web site is an attempt to nail down exactly what is meant by "Open Source", and you can get copies of most or all of the licences in this chapter there. It is based on a document written by Bruce Perens in 1997 for the Debian Linux project, called The Debian Free Software Guidelines.
The version here (1.7) is reprinted from http://www.opensource.org/ with the kind permission of Eric Raymond; the OSD and Rationale sections have been combined, with the latter in italics.

The Open Source Definition (version 1.7)

The intent of the Open Source Definition is to write down a concrete set of criteria that we believe capture the essence of what the software development community wants "Open Source" to mean -- criteria that ensure that software distributed under an open-source license will be available for independent peer review and continuous evolutionary improvement and selection, reaching levels of reliability and power no closed product can attain.

For the evolutionary process to work, we have to counter short-term incentives for people to stop contributing to the software gene pool. This means the license terms must prevent people from locking up software where very few people can see or modify it.

When software developers distribute their software under OSI approved software licenses, they can apply the "OSI Certified" mark to that software. This certification mark informs users of that software that the license complies with the intent of the Open Source Definition. More information about our certification mark and program is available [on the web site].

Open source doesn't just mean access to the source code. The distribution terms of open-source software must comply with the following criteria:

1. Free Redistribution

The license may not restrict any party from selling or giving away the software as a component of an aggregate software distribution containing programs from several different sources. The license may not require a royalty or other fee for such sale.

By constraining the license to require free redistribution, we eliminate the temptation to throw away many long-term gains in order to make a few short-term sales dollars. If we didn't do this, there would be lots of pressure for co-operators to defect.

2. Source Code

The program must include source code, and must allow distribution in source code as well as compiled form. Where some form of a product is not distributed with source code, there must be a well-publicized means of obtaining the source code for no more than a reasonable reproduction cost -- preferably, downloading via the Internet without charge. The source code must be the preferred form in which a programmer would modify the program. Deliberately obfuscated source code is not allowed. Intermediate forms such as the output of a preprocessor or translator are not allowed.

We require access to un-obfuscated source code because you can't evolve programs without modifying them. Since our purpose is to make evolution easy, we require that modification be made easy.

3. Derived Works

The license must allow modifications and derived works, and must allow them to be distributed under the same terms as the license of the original software.

The mere ability to read source isn't enough to support independent peer review and rapid evolutionary selection. For rapid evolution to happen, people need to be able to experiment with and redistribute modifications.

4. Integrity of The Author's Source Code

The license may restrict source-code from being distributed in modified form only if the license allows the distribution of "patch files" with the source code for the purpose of modifying the program at build time. The license must explicitly permit distribution of software built from modified source code. The license may require derived works to carry a different name or version number from the original software. 

Encouraging lots of improvement is a good thing, but users have a right to know who is responsible for the software they are using. Authors and maintainers have reciprocal right to know what they're being asked to support and protect their reputations. Accordingly, an open-source license must guarantee that source be readily available, but may require that it be distributed as pristine base sources plus patches. In this way, "unofficial" changes can be made available but readily distinguished from the base source.

5. No Discrimination Against Persons or Groups

The license must not discriminate against any person or group of persons.

In order to get the maximum benefit from the process, the maximum diversity of persons and groups should be equally eligible to contribute to open sources. Therefore we forbid any open-source license from locking anybody out of the process.

Some countries, including the United States, have export restrictions for certain types of software. An OSD-conformant license may warn licensees of applicable restrictions and remind them that they are obliged to obey the law; however, it may not incorporate such restrictions itself.

6. No Discrimination Against Fields of Endeavor.

The license must not restrict anyone from making use of the program in a specific field of endeavor. For example, it may not restrict the program from being used in a business, or from being used for genetic research.

The major intention of this clause is to prohibit license traps that prevent open source from being used commercially. We want commercial users to join our community, not feel excluded from it.

7. Distribution of License.

The rights attached to the program must apply to all to whom the program is redistributed without the need for execution of an additional license by those parties.

This clause is intended to forbid closing up software by indirect means such as requiring a non-disclosure agreement.

8. License Must Not Be Specific to a Product.

The rights attached to the program must not depend on the program's being part of a particular software distribution. If the program is extracted from that distribution and used or distributed within the terms of the program's license, all parties to whom the program is redistributed should have the same rights as those that are granted in conjunction with the original software distribution.

This clause forecloses yet another class of license traps.

9. License Must Not Contaminate Other Software.

The license must not place restrictions on other software that is distributed along with the licensed software. For example, the license must not insist that all other programs distributed on the same medium must be open-source software.

Distributors of open-source software have the right to make their own choices about their own software.

Yes, the GPL is conformant with this requirement. GPLed libraries 'contaminate' only software to which they will actively be linked at runtime, not software with which they are merely distributed.

(The following text is still from the OSD web page, but is not part of the Open Source Definition.)

We think the Open Source Definition captures what the great majority of the software community originally meant, and still mean, by the term "Open Source". However, the term has become widely used and its meaning has lost some precision. The OSI Certified mark is OSI's way of certifying that the license under which the software is distributed conforms to the OSD; the generic term "Open Source" cannot provide that assurance, but we still encourage use of the term "Open Source" to mean conformance to the OSD. For information about the OSI Certified mark, and for a list of licenses that OSI has approved as conforming to the OSD, see [http://www.opensource.org/licenses/certification-mark.html].

Bruce Perens wrote the first draft of this document as 'The Debian Free Software Guidelines', and refined it using the comments of the Debian developers in a month-long e-mail conference in June, 1997. He removed the Debian-specific references from the document to create the 'Open Source Definition'.

The Licences

The following sections briefly describe each licence. The more important of them are then reprinted in full, so that, if necessary, you can understand them in some detail.

Public Domain Software

In the early days of Unix, software was shared freely between sites that held source licences for the operating system. Many people distributed add-on software with no restrictions whatsoever, placing it in the public domain. You can do anything you like with public domain software -- you can even say you wrote it, and although that's somewhat reprehensible, the author has no recourse against you.

There is no licence with public domain software, of course, but like anything else published, published software is copyrighted unless it explicitly says that it is in the public domain.

Unfortunately, someone can take a piece of public domain software, improve it, and refuse to distribute the source to the improved version. The software is then restricted, and in that sense is not free. Most open source software licence are an attempt to prevent this.

The GNU Copyleft (GPL, GPV)

When Richard Stallman started the Free Software Foundation and its "GNU is Not Unix" project, he wanted information to have the "right" to be "free": that is, to be unimpeded by restrictions. As a consequence, he said that people could not charge money for his software, and must always give the source away so that the recipients could make any changes they wanted to.

The first version of the GNU Public Licence went even further, and said that if you used GNU software as part of a larger project, even just distributing it on the same tape, the entire of the larger project became covered by the GNU licence. For this reason, you will still see people sometimes refer to it as the GNU Public Virus, the GPV.

The second version of the GNU Public Licence is much less virulent, and GNU programs can now co-exist with other software more or less happily. The GPL, as it's known to its friends, is the licence that implements Richard Stallman's idea of Copyleft, ensuring that software can be changed by anyone. Furthermore, if you make a changed version of GNU software, you must redistribute the changes under the same terms and conditions.

The name "copyleft" is a pun on copyright, of course.

The GNU Library Licence (LGPL)

If you take a piece of code covered by the Gnu Public Licence and include it in another program, whether by copying the code or by linking against a library, the resulting program is covered by the GPL. This is clearly not acceptable for system libraries such as libc, and so the Library GNU Licence (LGPL) was developed. It's pretty much the same as the GPL except that it doesn't spread to other software so easily.

You can link a piece of code against a library covered by the LGPL and then sell the resulting code.

The Perl Artistic Licence

Larry Wall wanted Perl to be free of restrictions, but also wanted people to be able to use Perl in commercial projects, so rather than use the Gnu Public Licence, he wrote his own. The licence is short and easy to understand.

The BSD Licence

The University of California at Berkeley was an early adopter of the Unix operating system. They modified Unix to support a more efficient virtual memory system (demand paging), and distributed their changes freely to other Unix licence holders. Eventually they produced a version of the Berkeley Software Distribution (BSD) that was entirely free of proprietary Unix code, and 4.4 BSD was released under the BSD licence.

This licence lets you do pretty much anything you want with the code, but earlier versions of it require that you display a notice giving due credit to the Regents of the University of California. For this reason, many people use either the MIT X Licence (see below), or a later (or modified) BSD licence when they release free software. The latest versions of the BSD licence do not have the "advertising clause", and are now very similar to the X Window System licence.

The MIT (X Window System) Licence

The X Window System (popularly but incorrectly called X Windows) was developed at the Massachusetts Institute of Technology and released publicly to encourage widespread adoption. This policy succeeded: the technically superior but non-free Sun NeWS system is now history. If you modify a program distributed under the MIT X licence, you can keep your modified version to yourself or sell it, which is not possible with a program distributed under the GPL. This means that manufacturers of video cards can keep their drivers secret and yet still support the X Window system, but it is also useful for other software.

The MIT licence is one of the easiest to understand.

The author's lq-text package is distributed under the Barefoot Licence (see below) which is based on the C-News licence by Henry Spencer and Geoff Collyer, which in turn derives from the BSD and X licences.

The Mozilla Public Licence

This licence is included here for two main reasons. Firstly, it is widely used, even though that is not always appropriate. Secondly, Mozilla is included on the CD-ROM, or pointed at from the web site, for this book.

The licence was created specifically for Mozilla, the Open Source version of Netscape's web browser.  It is complex because Netscape's existing browser had complex licensing issues.  You should look at the BSD, X and GNU licences for new code.  If you are considering using Mozilla, or other code using the "MPL", in your own project, though, you may well end up using the MPL for the entire project.

The Barefoot Licence

The final licence covered here is used by the author for software he has released.  It is based on the MIT and BSD licences, but requires that people contact the author before making use of the software commercially.  A proposed version requires licensees to take their shoes off, mostly to test whether anyone actually reads licences.

The GNU General Public Licence

Preamble

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your freedom to share and change it. By contrast, the GNU General Public License is intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change free software--to make sure the software is free for all its users. This General Public License applies to most of the Free Software Foundation's software and to any other program whose authors commit to using it. (Some other Free Software Foundation software is covered by the GNU Library General Public License instead.) You can apply it to your programs, too. 

When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom, not price. Our General Public Licenses are designed to make sure that you have the freedom to distribute copies of free software (and charge for this service if you wish), that you receive source code or can get it if you want it, that you can change the software or use pieces of it in new free programs; and that you know you can do these things. 

To protect your rights, we need to make restrictions that forbid anyone to deny you these rights or to ask you to surrender the rights. These restrictions translate to certain responsibilities for you if you distribute copies of the software, or if you modify it. 

For example, if you distribute copies of such a program, whether gratis or for a fee, you must give the recipients all the rights that you have. You must make sure that they, too, receive or can get the source code. And you must show them these terms so they know their rights. 

We protect your rights with two steps: (1) copyright the software, and (2) offer you this license which gives you legal permission to copy, distribute and/or modify the software. 

Also, for each author's protection and ours, we want to make certain that everyone understands that there is no warranty for this free software. If the software is modified by someone else and passed on, we want its recipients to know that what they have is not the original, so that any problems introduced by others will not reflect on the original authors' reputations. 

Finally, any free program is threatened constantly by software patents. We wish to avoid the danger that redistributors of a free program will individually obtain patent licenses, in effect making the program proprietary. To prevent this, we have made it clear that any patent must be licensed for everyone's free use or not licensed at all. 

The precise terms and conditions for copying, distribution and modification follow. 

TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR COPYING, DISTRIBUTION AND MODIFICATION

0. This License applies to any program or other work which contains a notice placed by the copyright holder saying it may be distributed under the terms of this General Public License. The "Program", below, refers to any such program or work, and a "work based on the Program" means either the Program or any derivative work under copyright law: that is to say, a work containing the Program or a portion of it, either verbatim or with modifications and/or translated into another language. (Hereinafter, translation is included without limitation in the term "modification".) Each licensee is addressed as "you". 

Activities other than copying, distribution and modification are not covered by this License; they are outside its scope. The act of running the Program is not restricted, and the output from the Program is covered only if its contents constitute a work based on the Program (independent of having been made by running the Program). Whether that is true depends on what the Program does. 

1. You may copy and distribute verbatim copies of the Program's source code as you receive it, in any medium, provided that you conspicuously and appropriately publish on each copy an appropriate copyright notice and disclaimer of warranty; keep intact all the notices that refer to this License and to the absence of any warranty; and give any other recipients of the Program a copy of this License along with the Program. 

You may charge a fee for the physical act of transferring a copy, and you may at your option offer warranty protection in exchange for a fee. 

2. You may modify your copy or copies of the Program or any portion of it, thus forming a work based on the Program, and copy and distribute such modifications or work under the terms of Section 1 above, provided that you also meet all of these conditions: 

a) You must cause the modified files to carry prominent notices stating that you changed the files and the date of any change.

If distribution of executable or object code is made by offering access to copy from a designated place, then offering equivalent access to copy the source code from the same place counts as distribution of the source code, even though third parties are not compelled to copy the source along with the object code. 

4. You may not copy, modify, sublicense, or distribute the Program except as expressly provided under this License. Any attempt otherwise to copy, modify, sublicense or distribute the Program is void, and will automatically terminate your rights under this License. However, parties who have received copies, or rights, from you under this License will not have their licenses terminated so long as such parties remain in full compliance. 

5. You are not required to accept this License, since you have not signed it. However, nothing else grants you permission to modify or distribute the Program or its derivative works. These actions are prohibited by law if you do not accept this License. If, as a consequence of a court judgment or allegation of patent infringement or for any other reason (not limited to patent issues), conditions are imposed on you (whether by court order, agreement or otherwise) that contradict the conditions of this License, they do not excuse you from the conditions of this License. If you cannot distribute so as to satisfy simultaneously your obligations under this License and any other pertinent obligations, then as a consequence you may not distribute the Program at all. For example, if a patent license would not permit royalty-free redistribution of the Program by all those who receive copies directly or indirectly through you, then the only way you could satisfy both it and this License would be to refrain entirely from distribution of the Program. 

If any portion of this section is held invalid or unenforceable under any particular circumstance, the balance of the section is intended to apply and the section as a whole is intended to apply in other circumstances. 

It is not the purpose of this section to induce you to infringe any patents or other property right claims or to contest validity of any such claims; this section has the sole purpose of protecting the integrity of the free software distribution system, which is implemented by public license practices. Many people have made generous contributions to the wide range of software distributed through that system in reliance on consistent application of that system; it is up to the author/donor to decide if he or she is willing to distribute software through any other system and a licensee cannot impose that choice. 

This section is intended to make thoroughly clear what is believed to be a consequence of the rest of this License. 

8. If the distribution and/or use of the Program is restricted in certain countries either by patents or by copyrighted interfaces, the original copyright holder who places the Program under this License may add an explicit geographical distribution limitation excluding those countries, so that distribution is permitted only in or among countries not thus excluded. In such case, this License incorporates the limitation as if written in the body of this License. 

9. The Free Software Foundation may publish revised and/or new versions of the General Public License from time to time. Such new versions will be similar in spirit to the present version, but may differ in detail to address new problems or concerns. 

Each version is given a distinguishing version number. If the Program specifies a version number of this License which applies to it and "any later version", you have the option of following the terms and conditions either of that version or of any later version published by the Free Software Foundation. If the Program does not specify a version number of this License, you may choose any version ever published by the Free Software Foundation.

Preamble

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your freedom to share and change it. By contrast, the GNU General Public Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change free software--to make sure the software is free for all its users. 

This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some specially designated software packages--typically libraries--of the Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to use it. You can use it too, but we suggest you first think carefully about whether this license or the ordinary General Public License is the better strategy to use in any particular case, based on the explanations below.

When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use, not price. Our General Public Licenses are designed to make sure that you have the freedom to distribute copies of free software (and charge for this service if you wish); that you receive source code or can get it if you want it; that you can change the software and use pieces of it in new free programs; and that you are informed that you can do these things.

To protect your rights, we need to make restrictions that forbid distributors to deny you these rights or to ask you to surrender these rights. These restrictions translate to certain responsibilities for you if you distribute copies of the library or if you modify it.

For example, if you distribute copies of the library, whether gratis or for a fee, you must give the recipients all the rights that we gave you. You must make sure that they, too, receive or can get the source code. If you link other code with the library, you must provide complete object files to the recipients, so that they can relink them with the library after making changes to the library and recompiling it. And you must show them these terms so they know their rights.

We protect your rights with a two-step method: (1) we copyright the library, and (2) we offer you this license, which gives you legal permission to copy, distribute and/or modify the library.

To protect each distributor, we want to make it very clear that there is no warranty for the free library. Also, if the library is modified by someone else and passed on, the recipients should know that what they have is not the original version, so that the original author's reputation will not be affected by problems that might be introduced by others.

Finally, software patents pose a constant threat to the existence of any free program. We wish to make sure that a company cannot effectively restrict the users of a free program by obtaining a restrictive license from a patent holder. Therefore, we insist that any patent license obtained for a version of the library must be consistent with the full freedom of use specified in this license.

Most GNU software, including some libraries, is covered by the ordinary GNU General Public License. This license, the GNU Lesser General Public License, applies to certain designated libraries, and is quite different from the ordinary General Public License. We use this license for certain libraries in order to permit linking those libraries into non-free programs.

When a program is linked with a library, whether statically or using a shared library, the combination of the two is legally speaking a combined work, a derivative of the original library. If the distribution and/or use of the Library is restricted in certain countries either by patents or by copyrighted interfaces, the original copyright holder who places the Library under this License may add an explicit geographical distribution limitation excluding those countries, so that distribution is permitted only in or among countries not thus excluded. In such case, this License incorporates the limitation as if written in the body of this License. 

13. The Free Software Foundation may publish revised and/or new versions of the Lesser General Public License from time to time. Such new versions will be similar in spirit to the present version, but may differ in detail to address new problems or concerns. 

Each version is given a distinguishing version number.
