Building expat on Unix

The expat distribution unpacks into the hierarchy shown in Figure XXX.
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Figure XXX: folder after packing expat.  Also shown is the sp-1.3 distribution, which is not required for using expat but is very useful.

The expat parser builds as a set of three libraries, parse, tok and wf..  If you are using Unix, after downloading and unpacking the distribution, you may want to use a Makefile such as this
